“Barbara! Hurry! Your car’s rolling down the hill!”

Moments ago I’d been leaving physical therapy — my toddler in my
arms, my oldest son by my side — when the therapist had called me back
inside.

“Josh honey, will you put him in his car seat? I’1l be right back.”

At three, Jonny was still too wobbly to negotiate the rocky parking lot
safely. Down Syndrome meant his physical development as well as his
mental was delayed. But for his family, his cute little face spelled courage
and perseverance. We all adored him.

Now the car — with Jonny in his carseat — was rolling backwards down
the sloping driveway toward the road below. On the other side was a thirty
foot drop to the San Francisco Bay.

“Oh Lord, not here, not now,” I pleaded. Jonny had been through so
many medical problems which had almost taken him from us too soon.
And as people prayed for him, one by one, God had answered their
prayers. For the past year Jonny had been so healthy we had actually
begun to relax.

Could God really choose to take him now, after all He’d seen us
through?

Not Josh could help it. Horrified, I saw him behind the car, straining to
stop the car, running awkwardly in reverse as the car picked up speed, on
the verge of being crushed any second.

“Josh, let go! Get away from the car!” I screamed. Christine was
screaming too. Even as we pleaded with him, I understood my son’s heart.
He always took responsibility. Everything within him would rage against
giving up the battle to save his brother.

I screamed again, “Josh! Obey me! Let go!”

At last, he jumped away from the car. Christine and I stopped scream-
ing. The quiet was eerie. The car seemed to hesitate, the rear wheels to
shift towards the edge of the driveway, until the car was losing momentum,
grinding to a halt, finally barely nudging an old and faithful-looking tree.

Bolting for the car, flinging open the door, I found Jonny unhurt, but
bewildered — he had never been in a moving car all by himself before!
Catching sight of Josh right behind me, he grinned and stretched his arms
wide — as if to say, “Life--what an adventure!”

Like Josh, sometimes I’ve thrown myself into situations that were way
too big for me to handle, overestimating my indispensability. Even if
know I need God’s help, don’t I often think He needs mine as well? Don’t
I often act as though God can accomplish the supernatural only if I stay
involved?

Maybe sometimes He’s just waiting for me to get out of the way and let
Him take care of things before I get myself hurt. Maybe He’d like to do
something truly miraculous, something I’d always remember, something [
couldn’t take credit for myself.

I hadn’t put my car in park that day. That little bit of carelessness al-
most cost me two sons. But God chose instead to teach me a lesson about
His mercy and His might. He gave me a picture I’ll never forget — one
son trying to avert disaster, the second powerless and utterly dependent on
God’s own outcome. When the stubborn one let go, God saved them both.

When we think of a King, our thoughts are drawn to riches, luxury, power, massive living quarters, long royal
family lineage, servants, honor, etc... Most of us will never have the opportunity to meet a King, let alone be in
his company; speaking freely with him.

Well, God the Almighty Father has willed that His only begotten Son should be “KING of Kings!” Yet this
was and still is hidden from the world. During Jesus’ 33years on this earth, He was born into poverty, lived
simply as a poor person, had humble parents of no esteem to the world, was taught the carpenters’ trade by

his earthly father Joseph. Lived in a simple house without servants and was without honor.

Let us look at this closely, Jesus’ birth was foretold by the prophets, Wise men from the East observed His star
appearing in the sky, He comes from a long Royal lineage of King David.
