L Classic Movies Your Family

Will Love

If your family’s never gotten into old black and white movies, it’s never
too late. You’ll appreciate not having to hit the remote for those embarrass-
ing moments watching with your kids.

We brought our kids up on a steady diet of good stuff so there wouldn’t
be much room left for the bad. Check the library or Netflix for these Curtis
favorites:

Captains Courageous (1937), Spencer Tracy, Lionel Barrymore, Mickey
Rooney

This loving adaptation of Rudyard Kipling's tale won five Academy
Awards. A spoiled rich boy, accustomed to bribing and boasting his way
through life, is swept away from an ocean liner and rescued by humble,
no-nonsense fishermen. In close quarters, he learns the meaning of hard
work and friendship.

He also learns of the Savior and the Apostles, whom Jesus helped to
catch more fish. Of Jesus' other miracles, Manuel (Spencer Tracy) says,
"I think the Savior, He the best fisherman. He make more bread, He make
more fish, He make more wine."

For fathers who have gone astray, the movie ends with a message of
redeeming time with a son. Closing hymn: "Rock of Ages."

David Copperfield (1935), Freddie Bartholomew, W. C. Fields, Basil
Rathbone

This fine translation of Dickens to film is filled with a multitude of fas-
cinating characters — representing all social strata as well as all shades of
human character. We follow David through trials and blessings, and love
him as he prays to God with humble sweetness and trust. An unforgettable
tale of triumph -- gentle kindness over all adversity.

Sergeant York (1941), Gary Cooper, Walter Brennan

This is the true story of Alvin C. York, a plain and poor mountain boy,
who became the most renowned hero of World War I. From the opening
strains of "When the Roll is Called Up Yonder" and the preacher's story of
the lost sheep, the emphasis is on salvation. Resisting all efforts of his lov-
ing mother to bring him to the Lord, York chooses foolishness and sin. He
says, "You can't go out looking for religion; it'll come to you." His pastor
agrees, "Yes, it'll come in a flash when you least expect it."

York's flash comes as he is on his way to kill those who have wronged
him. In a Damascus Road experience, complete with thunder and light-
ning, he meets the Lord. Asking for forgiveness for himself, he finds
forgiveness for others as well.

As events unfold we see how those with new life make small and large
decisions, and how God honors righteous living. As York says of his Fa-
ther's generosity, "The Lord sure do move in mysterious ways."

I agree. The Lord has moved in mysterious ways through some movie
makers to reflect His goodness and His grace.

This is just a handful of cinematic gems. Let me know if they’re
helpful and I will share more in the future.

POP Fund Giving Exceeds $200,000!

The generosity of St. Francis de Sales parishioners reached a
new level recently when total POP Fund donations from the
parish exceeded the $200,000 level. Since 2001, St. Francis
de Sales has set aside five percent of the weekly offertory
collection in a Preferential Option for the Poor Fund, to

be used to support good works that lessen the hardships of
the poor. More than 100 organizations have now received
gifts from this fund. The POP Fund Committee, aware of
the pressing economic and health-related needs in our local
community, approved $25,000 in gifts for fifteen
organizations at its October meeting, with virtually all the
funds going to local organizations.
