Columbus.  During six drives in 2009, 394 registrants 
donated 337 units or 42.1 gallons of blood, providing 
the gift of life to up to 1,008  in need. 
     The Blood Donor Program reached the 500 gallon 
plateau with the December 13, 2009 Volunteer Appreciation Drive, 
registering 68 potential donors to surpass the 4,000 unit milestone (500 
gallons). Paul Traub, St. Francis de Sales donor since 2004, made the 
milestone donation.
     The Volunteer Appreciation Drive sponsored by St. Francis Council 
brings the cumulative totals to 4,683 registrants and 4,040 donors in 78 
blood drives for the program which started in 1993. The Knights have 
supported, sponsored, or co-sponsored all of the 78 blood drives since 
the program began in 1993 with a remarkable 502.3 gallons donated at 
the drives.
